Arrive at Sabi Sabi Bush Lodge where a welcoming cocktail will be served whilst check-in 
procedures take place.   

SABI SABI PRIVATE GAME RESERVE  

Situated within the southern section of the Kruger National Park in the exclusive proclaimed Sabi Sand

environment.  With over 507 bird species, Sabi Sabi is also a birdwatcher s paradise.    

Sabi Sabi s qualified game rangers and legendary Shangaan trackers are acknowledged as being 
amongst the most highly trained in the industry.  Under their guidance, phenomenal game viewing has 
earned Sabi Sabi worldwide acclaim and recognition.  Open landrover safaris are conducted by day and 
at night and with the land rovers in constant radio contact, and guests have the best possible opportunity 
of viewing Africa s big game.     



 

For the more energetic, there is the daily option of environmental awareness walking trails.  Guests are 
fascinated by the rangers in-depth knowledge of nature and ecology and learn about Sabi Sabi s 
conservation and habitat management policies.  The trackers will relate their folklore, explain medicinal 
uses of the bush as well as discuss their cultural heritage.  

At Sabi Sabi you will be indulged in uncompromising high standards of service, efficiency and 
personalized attention.  Three unique, intimate and elegant lodges, all with an incomparable character 
and luxury accommodation, discreetly blend in with the beauty of their natural surroundings.    

Each air-conditioned thatched suite with full bathroom en-suite, features exquisite ethnic décor in keeping 
with the bushveld environment. The lodge features artistically designed open courtyards with spectacular 
wooden carvings by renowned South African sculptors, created from wood salvaged from the bushveld.  

Superb innovative bushveld cuisine is served on thatched terraces overlooking the river, on the deck, in 
the reed open-air boma or in the bush under the star studded African sky.

Your dedicated ranger and tracker set off into the bush on an exciting safari.  Southern Africa 
intrigues everyone who is lucky enough to experience its power and magic. The concept of 'Safari' 
conjures up images of adventure, thrilling landscapes and absorbing wildlife.   

The advantage of Sabi Sabi Safaris stems from the fact that animals on the Reserve have not been 
hunted for over half a century. Because they have become habituated, they perceive the outline of a 
vehicle carrying humans as non-threatening.  

Guests can therefore look forward to the unique experience of being driven extraordinarily close to 
the large mammals which, despite being totally wild, continue unperturbed in their natural patterns of 
hunting, feeding, mating and suckling.  

 

At sunset, guests stop to enjoy refreshing drinks, soak u p the amazing silence and watch the sun 
sink into the horizon, splashing the sky with incredible colors. At dusk you may hear the distinctive 
regular call of the miniature Scoops owl, the laughing of hyenas and the distant grunts of lions.    

BOMA DINNER AT BUSH LODGE  

 

Later in the evening guest s return to their lodge for a boma 
dinner, heralded by the blasts of kudu horns.  Join your ranger in 
the 'Boma', an open-air reed fenced enclosure lit by paraffin 
lamps, where you will savor a delicious bushveld feast under the 
incomparable star-studded African night sky.   

 

Optional Entertainment: Traditional Dancers & Marimba Band  
Shangaans are famous for their excellent traditional dancing - 
much like the famous Zulu dancing, but with a faster pace and 
greater variety. The troupe of dancers and drummers wear 
traditional cloth skirts, skins and carry skin shields and other props. We recommend keeping the 
dancing to bursts of 10 to 15 minutes, and rather have 2 or 3 of these than one long dance.

WELCOME TO THE VICTORIA FALLS, ZAMBIA  

The very fact that it has remained so uncoil and untouched makes Zambia a 
wonderful holiday destination.  Here visitors enjoy a variety of natural attractions 
including waterfalls, rivers and lakes in magnificent surroundings, plus a variety 
of wildlife in two huge protected wilderness areas, the Luangwa and Café 
National Parks, home of arguably the most diverse range of game in Africa.  

Zambia is a huge country, 750 000 square kilometers in size.  Although land-
locked, it has many lakes and rivers with beaches, offering a variety of water-
sports.  It is also the birthplace of two great rivers, the Zambezi and the Zaire, 
thus providing opportunities for canoeing, rafting and fishing.  



 

Livingstone is the stepping stone to the Victoria Falls, which is just 5km away.  This compact town offers a 
choice of comfortable accommodation to visitors wishing a more low-key environment.  The town offers a 
zoological park, the Livingstone Museum and the Maramba Cultural Village.  

Zambia is also used as the base from which to explore the magical Victoria Falls and Lake Kariba.  Often 
described as "the Real Africa", Zambia offers an incredible wildlife experience.   

ARRIVAL LIVINGSTONE AIRPORT  

 

On arrival at Livingstone Airport the group will be met by Dragonfly representatives and assisted with 
airport procedures.  Each participant will be required to complete Customs and Immigration 
formalities.  

 

Dragonfly staff will escort guests from the arrivals hall to the awaiting coaches to transfer the 
participants to the Hotel.   The transfer time to the hotel is approximately 30 minutes.     

 

English speaking, registered guides will accompany the guests during the transfers.  

 

Water will be available on the coaches.  

VISA REQUIREMENTS FOR ZAMBIA  

The Government will waiver the visas fees for the group if a full passport manifest is given to Sun 
International in advance. Please note that if any of the participants plan on taking any highly specialized 
camera equipment to Zambia, they will have to obtain temporary import permits.  If they submit the 
following information to us at least 30 DAYS PRIOR TO THE GROUP S ARRIVAL we will be able to 
arrange these permits for them.  

THE FALLS RESORT 

The resort is situated on the banks of the Zambezi River, close to the spectacular Eastern Cataract of the 
mighty Victoria Falls.  The area encompasses approximately 46 hectares and is located in the South 
Eastern corner of Mosi-oa-Tunya National Park, within the Victoria Falls World Heritage Site. The resort is 
10km from Livingstone International Airport in Zambia and 30km from the Victoria Falls International 
Airport in Zimbabwe.  The design of the resort has been drawn from the culture of the people who have 
lived along the banks of the mighty Zambezi River and encapsulates the rich heritage of Africa.
