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Day Two
Vancouver City Tour

Stanley Park, a 1000-acre peninsula of rainforest in the
heart of the city... a city embraced by winding seawalls and
dazzling yacht clubs, towering totem poles and the
Lighthouse at Brockton Point. Extending over the tidal
waters of the Inner Harbour stretches Lions Gate Bridge,
named after the twin mountain peaks on the North Shore,
resembling crouching lions guarding the gateway to
Vancouver.
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At Prospect Point, century-old trees form a cathedral entrance to the forest. Beyond these urban woods,
lay the sprawling beaches of English Bay, where Vancouver’s rainforest, mountain and ocean setting
meet the city’s cosmopolitan ambiance.

Upon returning to the city centre, still to experience are the sights and scents of one of North America’s
largest Chinatowns. And finally, this adventure ends where Vancouver began - in its most historic area,
Gastown. Here, along cobbled alleys and walkways, former warehouses are home to shops and
restaurants. And the world’s first steam clock ticks on Water Street, echoing the heartbeat of the city
beyond.

Much of the historical brick, beams and timber remain from
this one-time warehouse, although contemporary features complement the
architectural style. The ambiance is enhanced by a unique music
compilation commissioned by a New York DJ. From tables covered with
pristine white cloths, watch the line chefs work their magic from the open
kitchen along the North wall. In addition, a heated terrace offers 'al fresco'
dining in the heart of trendy Yaletown.

Circolo

The excitement, flavour and personality of Paris, Florence and New York
captured in one restaurant. You may imagine you're at a classic
Florentine restaurant, a romantic Paris bistro or a bustling Manhattan
oyster bar. Whatever mood you're in, whichever city you wish to visit,
Circolo is ready to welcome you inside with rooms dressed in beautiful
colors, blues and golds, warm wood, brilliant banquettes and most of alll,
comfort.

Glowbal

Situated in Yaletown, Vancouver’s hot mecca for food and fashion, this 100-
seat room boasts an award winning Chef, sleek decor and an electric
atmosphere.

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Day Three
Victoria Day Trip

As early morning mist rises above the Fraser River, guests
arrive at BC’'s Tsawwassen Ferry Terminal and depart the
mainland to sail the serene waterways of Georgia Strait. For
the next 90 minutes this gentle journey winds through the
passages and marine portraits of the Gulf Islands, enroute to
Swartz Bay on Vancouver Island. Upon arrival guests embark
on yet another journey on their way to the enchanting city of
Victoria — discovering the world-famous Butchart Gardens.

Fifty-five acres are open to the public, offering spectacular views from the many paths that meander
through the four main gardens: Sunken, Rose, Japanese and ltalian. Here, cascading waterfalls, still
ponds and inspiring sculptures are brought alive with wonderful floral displays. This 55-acre showplace is
where gracious traditions of the past are preserved in one of the loveliest corners of the world. In 2004,
Butchart Gardens celebrated its 100" Anniversary!

Just beyond this jewel rests British Columbia’s capital city. Truly the last bastion of Western Canada’s
principal British heritage, Victoria has earned her “capital” status. The afternoon’s at-leisure time can be
spent in a variety of ways: afternoon tea at the truly “Victorian” ivy-covered Empress Hotel, riding on a
genuine London double-decker bus or horse-drawn carriage, or watching a cricket game in the park.
Enjoy some English toffee from the sweet shops or browse the local stores for treasures. Ponder the
grandeur of Parliament’s vaulted lobby and marble columns, or simply gaze at the picture-perfect Inner
Harbour. You may choose to visit the Royal British Columbia Museum, and let yourself be transported to
days gone by, as intriguing displays and animated presentations bring the province’s rich history to life.

Finally, this day of discovery comes to an end as you cruise the waters of Georgia Strait back to the
mainland. Somehow, you know that Victoria will stay with you. Enchanted. Enchanting.

Chateau Lake Louise Tour

As you depart the town of Banff for a day at Lake Louise, you will
realize ‘getting there’ is part of the adventure. The tour follows
the Bow River upstream past spectacular views of the Sawtooth
Range and magnificent Castle Mountain. Mount Temple, one of
the highest peaks in Banff National Park, towers to the left.

The Chateau Lake Louise is situated on the shores of lovely
Lake Louise and framed by the majestic Victoria Glacier. Lunch
will be served in one of many dining rooms offering stunning
views of the picture-perfect setting. “The Lake” is a beautiful
location to simply relax and soak up your surroundings.

Some possibilities for those wishing to enjoy an activity in the Lake Louise area mountains include hiking,
horseback riding, canoeing on Lake Louise or a walk around the lake. A local historian can talk about the
history and importance of the area during lunch. For those inspired by the beauty of Lake Louise, a
photography or watercolour workshop provides a keepsake from the mountains of your own creation.

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Columbia Icefields Tour

The Columbia Icefield, located on the boundary of Banff and Jasper National
Parks, presents an awesome sight when first viewed from the Icefields
Parkway. One of the largest known accumulations of ice south of the Arctic
Circle, the icefield incorporates eight major glaciers, and covers an area of
nearly 325 square kilometres.

One tongue of the icefield accessible from Parkway is the Athabasca Glacier.
This glacier is six kilometres long and one kilometre wide, reaching depths of
up to 320 meters. Aboard a specially designed "Snocoach”, guests will travel
to the middle of the glacier and have the opportunity to step onto ice formed
from snow falling as many as 400 years ago!

Traveling by coach from Banff, guests will also follow the Bow, Mistaya and North Saskatchewan Rivers
and view much spectacular scenery and wildlife.
